In-text Citations

Include the name of the author or the website you have taken the information from.  You do not need to use quotation marks unless you are directly quoting (word for word) what was said on the site.  If you are paraphrasing or putting in your own words what the site said you only need to give credit to the source.  When giving credit to the article put the title of the article in italics.  Here are a couple of examples:

Paraphrasing Example:

In the article, How Much do Actors get Paid, it is stated that the average actor in the United States makes around 5 million dollars a year.  

Direct Quote Example:

In regards to how much homework is too much or too little, McLeod states, “When I was in third grade, I firmly believed in homework every night.”
Works Cited Page

For an internet source:
Note: leave out the author’s name and the article name if they are not available. To get the title of the web site, try to find the root page for the entire site. This is also called the home page for that site. This is the most basic page, from which all of the other pages of the site branch off.

Author’s last name, author’s first name. "Title of specific page in quotes." Title of web site italics. Web. Date accessed. Available www.whatever.the.url.address.is.com/pagename.html. 

Example with an author: 

McLeod, Cara Beth.  “Is Homework Good or Bad?  Insight From a Teacher.”  Advantage 4 Parents.  Web.  4 February 2014.  http://www.advantage4parents.com/article/is-homework-good-or-bad-insight-from-a-teacher/
Example without an author:

“How Much do Actors get Paid?”  Buzzle.  Web.  4 February 2014.    http://www.buzzle.com/articles/how-much-do-actors-get-paid.html
Warning:

Search engines are not sites; they take you to sites. Yahoo, Google, Lycos, and the like are search engines are should not appear as cited works. When you find information on the web, be careful to note the information of the exact page at which you are looking.
Helpful hints to use a credible internet source

What is the site's domain?

Think of this as "decoding" the URL, or Internet address. The origination of the site can provide indications of the site's mission or purpose. The most common domains are:

· org :An advocacy web site, such as a not-for-profit organization.

· .com : A business or commercial site.

· .net:A site from a network organization or an Internet service provider.;

· .edu :A site affiliated with a higher education institution.

· .gov: A federal government site.

· .il.us :A state government site, this may also include public schools and community colleges.

· .uk (United Kingdom) : A site originating in another country (as indicated by the 2 letter code).

· ~:The tilde usually indicates a personal page.
Is the page current?

This is both an indicator of the timeliness of the information and whether or not the page is actively maintained.

· Is the information provided current?

· When was the page created?

· Are dates included for the last update or modification of the page?

· Are the links current and functional?
