	Mapping Ponyboy’s World.  Create a colorful map of the area around Ponyboy’s neighborhood.  Use literary evidence to prove your drawing


Re-written Scene (shorter version)-Instead of the climax where Johnny dies in the hospital and speaks his final words to Ponyboy, re-write this scene as if it happened nowadays in present time.

EX. Characters- Tommy and Horsegirl

Setting- Tommy’s apartment after the accident

Background- Tommy has been hurt after helping save two Soc children from a burning car crash

F.A.Q.’s

Which projects can I choose? You must make tic-tac-toe with your choices (3 projects) or choose all four corners (4 projects).
What if I choose the wild card square? Your project must be approved by your teacher before completing the wild card square.  Either asking the teacher in class or sending an email to the teacher would be the best way to submit a project for approval.

What if I submit a project for the ‘wild card’ square that will take a lot of effort?  Your teacher can approve or reject your project if they think it will be too tough to make or create.  They can also choose to accept your project as 2 project grades, so you would only have to do one other project from 1 of the 4 corners.
